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Overall Project Description

The project The Global War Against the Rat and the Epistemic Emergence of Zoonosis is funded by a Wellcome Investigator Award in the Humanities and Social Sciences (PI Dr Christos Lynteris). The project will examine the global history of a foundational process in the development of scientific approaches of zoonosis: the global war against the rat (1898-1948). The project will examine the scientific study of the rat and the public health practices developed and deployed for its control and eradication in the wake of understanding its role in the transmission of infectious diseases. It will explore the synergies between knowledge acquired through scientific studies of the rat, with knowledge acquired during the development and application of practical, public health measures of vector-control: rat-proofing, rat-catching and rat-poisoning. By examining the epistemological, architectural, social, and chemical histories of rat control from a global, comparative perspective, the project will engage in an analysis of how new forms of epidemiological knowledge and reasoning arose centred on the epistemic object of the rat.

Department Description

Social Anthropology at St Andrews was established in 1979 as a result of an initiative to develop social studies in the University; International Relations and Economic and Social History were set up around the same time.  Since July 1992, Social Anthropology has been incorporated as a department within the School of Philosophical Anthropological and Film Studies. The School now comprises three academic departments:  Film Studies, Philosophy and Social Anthropology. St Andrews Social Anthropology is at the forefront of research-led departments in the UK. 

In the REF2014 exercise 65% of the overall research submitted to the panel was rated 4* (world leading) and 3* (internationally excellent). The 2018 National Student Survey ranked teaching at St Andrews number one nationally.

Research

Anthropological research at St Andrews flourishes across a range of specialisms, some of which are hosted through our research centres. 	Main Purpose of Role


The Research Fellow will examine rat-proofing practices and campaigns as these unfolded in colonial and metropolitan contexts (including but not limited to British India, the USA, and Argentina) so as to understand how they led to the emergence of new forms of human-rat interaction, and how they contributed to the development of scientific understandings of zoonosis. The Research Fellow will examine the history of “building out the rat” or “rat proofing” as: a) a source of new understandings about infrastructural aspects of zoonotic infection and human-animal contact; b) a global driver of public-health-oriented infrastructural innovation. The Research Fellow will undertake extensive archival research on the history of rat-proofing and its impact of zoonotic epistemology (1898-1948) primarily (but not exclusively) in British India, the USA, and Argentina. The Research Fellow is expected to participate in work-in-progress seminars relating to the project and to provide the PI with regular work reports.
