Further Particulars for Applicants 




The School of Medicine employs about 220 staff; both full and part-time.  The School's two primary functions are medical research and the teaching of 630 undergraduate and post-graduate students.  UG students are studying either a 3 year BSc (Hons) Medicine or a 4 year graduate-entry medical degree. Medicine has been taught in St Andrews for more than 600 years. The School of Medicine is one of the first medical schools in the UK whose research facilities are fully integrated with the other sciences and key university disciplines including computer science, mathematics and statistics, biology, psychology, physics, and chemistry, offering an important new dimension to medical research and the training of new doctors. Multidisciplinary and collaborative approaches have been central to the continued success of medical research in St Andrews. Internationally recognised research programmes in various aspects of population and behavioural sciences, molecular medicine, and infection and global health are currently being promoted and extended. Built in 2010, the Medical and Biological Sciences Building in the North Haugh provides the infrastructure and academic environment to ensure the sustained development and expansion of medical research in St Andrews in the future.
In 2017 the research areas of the school were split into four divisions, Cellular Medicine, Education, Infection and Global Health and Population and Behavioural Science.  

The successful applicant will be hosted within the Division of Population and Behavioural Sciences, School of Medicine, University St Andrews. The Division has a focus on high quality research in the fields of health data science, trials and behavioural interventions delivered in the community and other health care settings. The methods we use include advanced health data science on routinely collected linked datasets and surveys, developing and evaluating public health and complex behavioural interventions and delivering community based clinical trials.  The Division is a key partner in the cross-School Sir James Mackenzie Institute for Early Diagnosis which is an interdisciplinary research collaboration committed to fostering ideas and sharing knowledge and skills to enable earlier diagnosis of human disease. 

Digital Health Interventions in Addiction Services (DigitAS)
Addiction medicine research is a cross cutting speciality that involves the acquisition of skills to undertake biological (e.g neurocognitive and other domains of behavioural and imaging related neuroscience), clinical (e.g., cardiovascular, infections, respiratory pathologies and other multiple morbidities), behavioural (e.g., fatal and non-fatal overdose, injecting, codependencies, criminal activities) social (e.g., homelessness) and policy (e.g., global health) related activities

The DigitAS team conducts research around the development and implementation of innovative digital solutions to meet the needs of people facing addiction. We do this by creating a network of shared knowledge and we are committed to a design philosophy based on person centredness, visual and inclusive communication, collaboration, co-creation, and continuous improvement.

This post will be based with Professor Alex Baldacchino Professor in Medicine, Psychiatry and Addictions and lead to the Addiction Medicine protofolio. Other principal investigators working on this project include Dr Susanna Galea-Singer, Clinical Lead in Addictions NHS Fife and Honorary Lecturer, Dr Joe Tay, Senior Clinician in Addiction Medicine and Honorary Lecturer, Dr Alberto Oteo Perez, OLE and TMAT Studies Co-ordinator and Post Research Fellow and Professor Tom Kelsey, Professor in Computer Science.

	Main Purpose of Role


This post is for a fixed term period as it is dependent on external funding. As such, the need for the post will cease to exist when the funding ends.

· We are seeking to recruit a committed fellow with experience in the development of telecommunication applications (e.g., video chat), preferably in the field of telehealth.

· The postholder will support the development of enhanced digital platforms to improve engagement with drug treatment and other services

· The postholder will work in two parallel projects (TMAT3 and OLE), both aiming to improve the capacity of addiction services through the use of e-health and m-health. The DigitAs team, part of the School of Medicine at St Andrews, design enhanced versions of technologies available and propose changes in their functionality and usability. These proposed technologies will be piloted in Scotland.
	Key Duties and Responsibilities


· Bring technical knowledge in the development of digital e-health and m-health platforms.

· Lead in the development of improved functionality and UX of existing telehealth tools. The post-holder will use a co-design approach to this end. This will require bringing together a network of experts and users and involving them in the design and testing process.

· Write relevant design and test documentation

· Lead app development to meet relevant medical device standards.

· Liaise with cross functional teams, clients, suppliers and contractors and for app development activities.

· Understand client requirements and how they translate in application features.

· Contribute to publications and dissemination of results
· Work very closely with NHS Fife Addiction Services

Founded in the early 15th century, St Andrews is Scotland’s first university and one of the oldest in the world. 

Situated on the east coast of Scotland and framed by countryside, beaches and cliffs, the town of St Andrews was once the centre of the nation’s political and religious life. Today, it’s a vibrant academic town with a distinctively cosmopolitan feel where students and university staff account for more than half of the local population.

The University of St Andrews is a diverse and international community of almost 13,000 students and staff, typically of more than 140 nationalities. It has more than 10,000 students, just over 8000 of them undergraduates, and employs approximately 3000 staff, made up of c1350 in the academic job families and c1650 in the non-academic job families.

Under the leadership of current Principal Professor Sally Mapstone, the University’s Strategy (2018-23) is to broaden its global influence, become more diverse and consolidate its current position as the top UK university (Times and Sunday Times Good University Guide 2022).

The Strategy sets out the University’s ambitions to grow its international profile, champion diversity and inclusivity, expand its portfolio of world-leading research, develop stronger links with industry, and embed a culture of entrepreneurship among students and staff. 

St Andrews has placed social responsibility at the heart of the Strategy, with a pledge to manage growth in student numbers, foster a growing culture of sustainability, and pursue a research and teaching agenda for the wider public good.

The University is one of Europe’s most research-intensive seats of learning. In the Research Excellence Framework (REF) 2014 it was ranked top in Scotland for quality of research output and one of the UK’s top 20 research universities.
St Andrews was ranked the top university in the UK in The Times and Sunday Times Good University Guide 2022: this is the first time in the history of the Guide, and UK university league tables in general, that a university other than Oxford or Cambridge has topped the rankings. St Andrews has consistently been ranked one of the UK’s top five universities in league tables compiled by The Times and The Sunday Times, The Guardian and the Complete University Guide. 
It is the third year that St Andrews has challenged the Oxbridge rankings, coming second to Cambridge in 2020 and second to Oxford in 2021. St Andrews’ reputation for teaching, research and student satisfaction make it one of the most sought-after destinations for prospective students from the UK, Europe and overseas. 

The University typically averages 12 applications per place and has not offered Clearing places for more than a decade. St Andrews has highly challenging academic entry requirements to attract only the most academically potent students in the Arts, Sciences, Medicine and Divinity. 

St Andrews holds an Institutional Athena SWAN Bronze Award. Sixteen Schools hold Bronze Awards, while the Schools of Physics & Astronomy and Psychology & Neuroscience have achieved Athena SWAN Silver Awards, and the School of Biology holds a Gold Award.
