	School of Medicine



The School of Medicine employs about 220 staff; both full and part-time.  The School's two primary functions are medical research and the teaching of 630 undergraduate and post-graduate students.  UG students are studying either a 3 year BSc (Hons) Medicine or a 4 year graduate-entry medical degree.

Since 2010 the School has been located in purpose-built accommodation on the North Haugh in St Andrews.  The building is home to the staff offices, research labs, teaching facilities and a café.  

In 2017 the research areas of the school were split into four divisions, Cellular Medicine, Education, Infection and Global Health and Population and Behavioural Science,  

The Division of Cellular Medicine (CMED) combines basic and clinical research with the goal of understanding the cellular and molecular basis of disease. This interdisciplinary research uses cutting edge technology to address fundamental biomedical processes involved in health and disease. Currently there is expertise in metal ion biology, digital pathology, immunology, reproductive biology and electrophysiology.
The Education Division focuses on high quality medical educational research and the development of medical educational researchers. It has an active medical education research group and has ongoing research projects examining various aspects of the training of tomorrow’s doctors.

The St Andrews Infection and Global Health group focuses on clinical research internationally. They have ongoing projects in the UK through strong links to NHS Fife and the wider health service nationally. They also have projects across Africa where they are researching new antibiotic treatments.

The Division of Population and Behavioural Science brings together research teams working to understand and improve the health of individual children, adolescents and adults as well as populations.  
The School is committed to equal opportunities and values all applicants.  The School holds the Athena Swan Bronze accreditation.  The School fully supports flexible working where this is compatible with the requirements of the role.

	Main Purpose of Role


The School of Medicine (SoM) is committed to providing exceptional career opportunities for talented early-career researchers, and thus we are investing in a SoM fellowship programme.  The posts, of up to 2 years in duration, are structured to support each Fellow in their development towards securing an externally funded Fellowship award.  The posts will be recruited as a cohort and this is our first cohort of SoM Development Fellows.

Aimed at early career researchers and innovators to develop their careers in a supportive, world-leading environment, the SoM fellowship programme will include mentoring, peer support and training opportunities. It is anticipated that the SoM Fellows will prepare and submit independent Fellowship applications during their first year and transition to externally funded fellowship positions in St Andrews in their second year.  

The SoM Fellowships are aimed at early career researchers who have already begun to establish a reputation for top quality research.  They will build upon existing research areas within the School and develop new ones.  Applicants must demonstrate outstanding academic achievement, appropriate to their career stage, with evidence of and potential for producing distinguished research in their field.

Founded in the early 15th century, St Andrews is Scotland’s first university and one of the oldest in the world. 

Situated on the east coast of Scotland and framed by countryside, beaches and cliffs, the town of St Andrews was once the centre of the nation’s political and religious life.

Today, it’s a vibrant academic town with a distinctively cosmopolitan feel where students and university staff account for more than half of the local population.

The University of St Andrews is a diverse and international community of almost 12,000 students and staff, typically of over 140 nationalities. It has over 9000 students, just over 7,000 of them undergraduates, and employs approximately 2,500 staff - made up of c. 1,190 in the academic job families and c 1,350 in the non-academic job families.

Under the leadership of current Principal Professor Sally Mapstone, the University’s Strategy (2018-23) is to broaden its global influence, become more diverse and consolidate its long-held position amongst the top five universities in the UK.
